Å Identifies specific highway, transit, freight, 
bicycle, and pedestrian projects and programs 
that are designed to meet ORTPgoals;

ÅProjects and programs in the ORTP are 
eligible for Federal transportation funding;

ÅUpdated every five years;

ÅMust be financially constrained; and

ÅApproved by the Policy Board
