Technical Advisory Committee Report 
 

Overall Work Program Process and Procedures Update 

You will recall that at the September Policy Board meeting I reported that while the Technical Advisory 

Committee (”TAC”) did recommend approval of the Overall Work Program (“OWP”) Process and 

Procedures document, they did have some areas which they wished to continue working and refining.   

 

The TAC met in October and continued their discussion on this document.  OahuMPO staff will provide a 

summary of the discussion and any recommendations from the TAC in the near future.  Much of the 

discussion focused on the requirement for a Sub-Award Agreement whenever a participating agency is 

awarded planning funds through the OWP.  Sub-Award Agreements are a Federal requirement 

whenever Federal funds are passed through from one agency to another.  City staff has voiced 

concern that getting approval of the Sub-Award Agreement is burdensome under their current 

processes and procedures.  Federal staff remains resolute that the Sub-Award Agreements are required 

by law.  However, the TAC continues to explore possibilities to mitigate any negative impacts of the Sub-

Award Agreements.  For instance, it may be possible, under Federal law, to approve a single annual 

Sub-Award agreement for each jurisdiction rather than an agreement for each study or project.   

 

The Policy Board can expect to see a set of TAC-recommended changes to the OWP Process and 

Procedures document in the near future.
